The One Helps One Program (— 75 —Bh%% 1 H) was jointly initiated by the International Crane
Foundation and the Cao Hai National Nature Reserve in 1998. This project supports continuing
education for girls within the Cao Hai nature reserve. The reserve is an important winter home for
thousands of waterbirds in southwest China, including more than 700 threatened Black-necked
Cranes. The reserve is located in Weining County, Guizhou Province, one of the poorest regions

in China.

1. Students and Their Schools

The 32 students who participated in the program during the 2008/09 school year (see Table 1) are
from nine schools: Dongshan School (%4 Ll1/)h%%), Baima School (15 /N%%), Damacheng
School CKLh¥/N2%), Xu Guang School (JE6244%), Yaozhan (4k), Yingshang (5 L) |
Zhiye Middle School (HRMEH2%) and Weining Nos. 2 and 3 High Schools (& 7* —H Fll g 7 =
H).

At the end of the school year, one student dropped out of school and four students graduated from

9™ grade (they did not enroll in high school this fall). Five new students were chosen for the fall



2009 semester to pair with these student’s former sponsors.

2. Expenses
For the 2008/09 school year, 24 sponsors in the USA and Canada donated a total of $778.17,
which is equivalent to 5253 Chinese RMB (based on conversion of 1 USD = 6.75 RMB). All the

money was delivered to the 32 students (see Table 1).

3. Next Steps

Table 2 is a list of students who are currently enrolled in school for the 2009/10 school year. We
are excited to have three students in high school this year, with two students enrolled in 12" grade.
We hope that you can continue to sponsor these students. Following are the tuition fees for the
current school year (fall and spring semesters combined). The total in US dollars is based on a

projected exchange rate of 1 USD = 6.7 RMB.

The low fees for elementary and middle school reflects the national policy to reduce tuition fees
for grades 1-9 in rural schools.

e Elementary School, grades 1-6: 20 RMB ($2.99)

e Middle School, grades 7-9: 30 RMB ($4.48)

e High School, grades 10-12: 560 RMB ($83.58)

Our suggested annual donation is $20.00 per student, although if you are sponsoring a high

school student you may wish to donate more to help cover their increased school fees.
